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Policy
The resident has the right to choose a personal attending physician who has successfully fulfilled the credentialing process of___________________ to practice medicine or dentistry in the facility.  The credentialing process will determine if the physician is granted admitting privileges.

Procedure
The physician must meet the following credentialing qualifications prior to the facility granting admitting privileges:  

1. Possess a valid and unrestricted medical license to practice medicine, surgery and/or dentistry in accordance with current state laws, regulations and guidelines governing the practice of medicine, surgery, and/or dentistry.

2. Provide the facility with a current copy of his/her medical license initially and at the time of annual renewal.

3. Maintain professional liability insurance coverage.

4. Provide the facility with a certificate of insurance initially and on an annual basis thereof.

5. Provide the facility with current State and Federal DEA certificates initially and at the time of renewal.

6. Review and sign the “Physician Responsibility Guidelines”/Letter of Agreement.  The physician’s signature will indicate that he is expected to follow the guidelines.

6.  
Provide a listing of current hospital appointments.

Failure to continually meet the above criteria may lead to suspension of admitting privileges.  If the physician becomes unable or unwilling to continue providing care to the resident, the facility will assist the resident in exercising his or her choice in finding another physician.
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
